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A MESSAGE FROM FR. STEVE

Blessed Paul VI’s Evangelii Nuntiandi

The encyclical Evangelii Nuntiandi (On Evangelization in the
Modern World) conveys powerfully the role that evangelization
has in the life of the Church. Last weekend, I mentioned at the
Sunday Masses some excerpts from this encyclical. I include
them here for your reference.

13. Those who sincerely accept the Good News, through the pow-
er of this acceptance and of shared faith therefore gather together
in Jesus' name in order to seek together the kingdom, build it up
and live it. They make up a community which is in its turn evange-
lizing. The command to the Twelve to go out and proclaim the
Good News is also valid for all Christians, though in a different
way . ... Those who have received the Good News and who have
been gathered by it into the community of salvation can and must
communicate and spread it.

14. The Church knows this. She has a vivid awareness of the fact
that the Savior's words, "l must proclaim the Good News of the
kingdom of God," apply in all truth to herself: She willingly adds
with St. Paul: "Not that I boast of preaching the gospel, since it is
a duty that has been laid on me; I should be punished if I did not
preach it" It is with joy and consolation that at the end of the
great Assembly of 1974 we heard these illuminating words: "We
wish to confirm once more that the task of evangelizing all people
constitutes the essential mission of the Church.” It is a task and
mission which the vast and profound changes of present-day soci-
ety make all the more urgent. Evangelizing is in fact the grace
and vocation proper to the Church, her deepest identity. She ex-
ists in order to evangelize, that is to say, in order to preach and
teach, to be the channel of the gift of grace, to reconcile sinners
with God, and to perpetuate Christ's sacrifice in the Mass, which
is the memorial of His death and glorious resurrection.

15. Anyone who rereads in the New Testament the origins of the
Church, follows her history step by step and watches her live and
act, sees that she is linked to evangelization in her most intimate
being:

- The Church is born of the evangelizing activity of Jesus and the
Twelve. She is the normal, desired, most immediate and most visi-
ble fruit of this activity: "Go, therefore, make disciples of all the
nations.” . . .. [1]t is above all His mission and His condition of
being an evangelizer that she is called upon to continue. For the
Christian community is never closed in upon itself. The intimate
life of this community - the life of listening to the Word and the
apostles' teaching, charity lived in a fraternal way, the sharing of
bread this intimate life only acquires its full meaning when it be-
comes a witness, when it evokes admiration and conversion, and
when it becomes the preaching and proclamation of the Good
News. Thus it is the whole Church that receives the mission to
evangelize, and the work of each individual member is important
for the whole.

The Power of Witness

Later in his encyclical, Blessed Pope Paul VI talks about how to
evangelize. His answer centers on the power of witness, of shar-
ing by word and example the effects of our Life in Christ:

40. . . . This question of "how to evangelize" is permanently rele-
vant, because the methods of evangelizing vary according to the
different circumstances of time, place and culture, and because
they thereby present a certain challenge to our capacity for dis-
covery and adaptation.

On us particularly, the pastors of the Church, rests the responsi-

bility for reshaping with boldness and wisdom, but in complete
fidelity to the content of evangelization, the means that are most
suitable and effective for communicating the Gospel message to
the men and women of our times.

Let it suffice, in this meditation, to mention a number of methods
which, for one reason or another, have a fundamental im-
portance.

41. Without repeating everything that we have already mentioned,
it is appropriate first of all to emphasize the following point: for
the Church, the first means of evangelization is the witness of an
authentically Christian life, given over to God in a communion
that nothing should destroy and at the same time given to one's
neighbor with limitless zeal. As we said recently to a group of lay
people, "Modern man listens more willingly to witnesses than to
teachers, and if he does listen to teachers, it is because they are
witnesses."

The Joy of the Gospel

In his encyclical, Evangelium Gaudium (The Joy of the Gospel),
Pope Francis adds his voice to that of Pope Paul VI. These words
from paragraph 120 are powerful and challenging:

In virtue of their baptism, all the members of the People of God
have become missionary disciples (cf- Mt 28:19). All the baptized,
whatever their position in the Church or their level of instruction
in the faith, are agents of evangelization, and it would be insuffi-
cient to envisage a plan of evangelization to be carried out by
professionals while the rest of the faithful would simply be pas-
sive recipients. The new evangelization calls for personal involve-
ment on the part of each of the baptized. Every Christian is chal-
lenged, here and now, to be actively engaged in evangelization,
indeed, anyone who has truly experienced God'’s saving love does
not need much time or lengthy training to go out and proclaim
that love. Every Christian is a missionary to the extent that he or
she has encountered the love of God in Christ Jesus: we no long-
er say that we are “disciples” and “‘missionaries”’, but rather
that we are always “missionary disciples”. If we are not con-
vinced, let us look at those first disciples, who, immediately after
encountering the gaze of Jesus, went forth to proclaim him joyful-
ly: “We have found the Messiah!” (Jn 1:41). The Samaritan
woman became a missionary immediately after speaking with
Jesus and many Samaritans come to believe in him “because of
the woman’s testimony” (Jn 4:39). So too, Saint Paul, after his
encounter with Jesus Christ, “immediately proclaimed Je-

sus” (Acts 9:20; cf. 22:6-21). So what are we waiting for? In-
deed. Let’s get busy!
