We are at the midway point of this
season of penance, looking forward to the celebration of the
holiest week of the Christian year. Just as we do the third Sun-
day of Advent (Gaudete Sunday), today the priest wears
“Rose” vestments. Let us, indeed, be joyful that we are sons
and daughters of God through our baptism.
