In the Church, the minimum re-
quired fast, which applies to those between the ages of 18
and 59, is to refrain from eating between meals and to limit
their eating to one full meal and two lighter meals that do
not add up to a full meal. The law of abstinence (refraining
from eating meat) applies to those 14 years of age and old-
er. All Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence.

Let me encourage you to see these days of fasting and absti-
nence as an invitation to deepen your hunger for God and to
discipline the appetites of the flesh.
