A MESSAGE FROM FR. STEVE 

Saint Bernard tells us that everything has come to us through 
Mary; and we may also say that everything has come to us 
through the priest; yes, all happiness, all graces, all heavenly 
gifts. If we had not the Sacrament of Orders, we should not 
have Our Lord. Who placed Him there, in that tabernacle? It 
was the priest. Who was it that received your soul, on its en-
trance into life? The priest. Who nourishes it, to give it 
strength to make its pilgrimage? The priest. Who will prepare 
it to appear before God, by washing that soul, for the last 
time, in the blood of Jesus Christ? The priest -- always the 
priest. And if that soul comes to the point of death, who will 
raise it up, who will restore it to calmness and peace? Again 
the priest. You cannot recall one single blessing from God 
without finding, side by side with this recollection, the image 
of the priest. 
 
These beautiful words from St. John Vianney remind me of 
the great dignity of the priesthood, and humble me that the 
Lord has called me to this great honor and service to you.

After some prayer and discussion, we’ve decided not to 
continue the charismatic Mass, which means there will not be 
a Mass next Sunday at 1:30. Please let those who have attend-
ed from other parishes that we’ve made this change. I want to 
thank C.J. & Brenda DeFord and Christopher and Linda Luea 
for their music ministry at the two Masses we had here, and I 
hope that they will become part of the 9:00 a.m. ministry team 
when opportunity permits. We are looking to offer opportuni-
ties on occasion for charismatic worship, including the exer-
cise of charismatic gifts. We hope to do so at the end of our 
“Resurrection Life” course, which we will run in the fall. Stay 
tuned for updates.   
 
Men’s Evening of Adoration 
Our monthly Men’s Evening of Adoration will be held this 
Thursday from 7-8 p.m. in the church, with fellowship follow-
ing. In future months, because we will be offering Resurrec-
tion Life talks and other formation sessions on Thursday eve-
nings, the Men’s and Women’s evenings of adoration will be 
shifted to Fridays, again from 7:00 to 8:00 p.m., so that I can 
be in attendance and help teach those courses. Thanks for un-
derstanding!   
 
Prayers for Vocations 
Today, Jesus tells us this: "The harvest is abundant but the 
laborers are few; so ask the master of the harvest to send out 
laborers for his harvest.” There’s no doubt that we have great 
need for laborers for the harvest. All of us are called to be “co-
laborers” in the vineyard of the Lord, but we definitely are 
called to raise up boys and men who are open to the great gift 
to be a priest. I am now in my fifteenth year, and am more ex-
cited about my priestly ministry than ever before. Families, 
thank you for your openness to life. Can I encourage you to 
pray that your sons and daughters would pray for discernment 
about their vocation. Encourage your sons to contemplate the 
priesthood or religious life, and your daughters to prayerfully 
contemplate a call to the religious life. If God is calling them, 
they will be happiest if they say yes. I was late in saying “yes,” 
but so grateful that the Lord deigned to invite me to become a 
priest of Jesus Christ. That gift, and the grace of being the pas-
tor here, give me great joy. Here’s a reminder of what the pa-
tron of diocesan priests, St. John Vianney, in his Catechism on 
the Priesthood, says about the priesthood:
