Among all these, giving alms to the poor is one of the
chief witnesses to fraternal charity: it is also a work of
Jjustice pleasing to God.

That is a great list of ways that we can fulfill the
Servant of God, Dorothy Day’s, exhortation that
“everything we do should be either directly or
indirectly related to the spiritual and corporal works of
mercy.” Living that way would be a remarkable
witness, and prove that we are truly “salt, light, and
leaven” in the world. Come, Holy Spirit!
