Forty Days of Lent 

This Wednesday, we begin again the Holy Season of Lent 
to prepare our hearts for the profundity of Holy Week. As 
we prepare for forty days of Lent, let us all fast, pray, and 
give alms for our own conversion, our parish, and our 
community. This is a moment of grace and opportunity, for 
us to be witnesses of the truth and the power of conversion. 
May we all pray and fast for others, that all men and women 
would yield their will to the will of the One who is truly 
Lord of Heaven and Earth. Please grab a copy of the 
Magnificat Lenten Companion on your way out this 
weekend.  
 

Fasting for Him 

As a reminder, Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days 
of Fast and Abstinence. In the Church, the minimum 
required fast, which applies to those between the ages of 18 
and 59, is to refrain from eating between meals and to limit 
their eating to one full meal and two lighter meals that do 
not add up to a full meal. The law of abstinence (refraining 
from eating meat) applies to those 14 years of age and 
older. All Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence. Let me 
encourage you to see these days of fasting and abstinence 
as an invitation to deepen your hunger for God and to 
discipline the appetites of the flesh.   
 

Ash Wednesday and Beyond 

There will be three Masses on Ash Wednesday at which we 
will distribute ashes. Come pray with us, as we begin our 
Lenten Journey together. The Masses will be held at 8:15 
a.m., 12:00 noon, and 6:30 p.m. See the bulletin for other 
opportunities to pray more this Lent. Each Friday, we will 
pray the Stations of the Cross in the church at 6:30 p.m.
