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Annual Convocation of Priests of the Diocese of 
Lansing 
Beginning Monday afternoon, Bishop Boyea and the 
priests of the diocese will have their annual Priest 
Convocation. The dates are Monday, September 27 
through Thursday, September 30. Because I will be 
away, we will not offer the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass on 
Tuesday Evening or Wednesday or Thursday mornings, 
nor offer confession at our normal times. I will be taking 
a few days away, so confessions on Friday evening will 
also be canceled. Confessions and Mass will be offered 
Friday and Saturday mornings, as usual. If you would, 
please keep Bishop Boyea and all our priests in your 
prayers this week. Thank you! 
 
Interested in learning more about the Catholic 
Church?  
Each fall, as we begin a new season of learning, we also 
begin programming for those who are interested in 
learning more about the Catholic faith. This year, Rich 
Budd will be teaching classes for adults as well as high 
school students who are interested in learning more and 
potentially becoming Catholics at the Easter Vigil in the 
spring.

Adoration on Fridays 
Thanks to all of you who spend time with Jesus on 
Fridays during adoration from 9:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. 
You give a great gift of yourself and your time when you 
spend time in prayer before the Lord. Your prayer is a 
gift to the Lord, to our parish, and to our community. For 
all those reasons, I’m very grateful that we have been  

able to offer this day of adoration each week. 
Unfortunately, we are recently been struggling to get 
every hour covered by at least two people. As a result of 
having only one person per hour, staff members having 
to call to get people to commit to fill the slots with at 
least one person. Please share the word that we need to 
have people commit to an hour each week, or we may not 
be able to continue to offer adoration until we get those 
commitments. It is too risky that people will need to 
leave without having someone who can take their place. 
We can’t, of course, allow Jesus to be left alone on the 
altar!
