As we celebrate the new (liturgical) year and begin our 
Advent journey, I hope and pray that all of our hearts 
will be filled with joyful anticipation of Christ’s three-
fold coming: 1) His coming as a baby, the “Newborn 
King”; 2) His coming again in Glory; and 3) His com-
ing into our hearts. Feel free to take a copy of the Mag-
nificat Advent Companion, at the various exits. 

 
Quarantine Connections 
One of the unexpected “fruits” of having been diag-
nosed with Covid-19 is the way one gets initiated into 
a new community of sorts. As frustrating as it was to 
be on quarantine, and as uncertain as I was about how 
the disease would affect me, I felt surrounded by God’s 
grace, in times of prayer and in the ways we communi-
cate in 2021. Each and every day I received calls and 
texts from concerned family members, friends, and pa-
rishioners. And I texted those who were, like me, on 
quarantine and navigating however slowly or with dif-
ficulty the road to recovery. I felt blessed to be able to 
encourage, and was grateful to be encouraged by, those 
who were sick and their family members throughout 
my time off. By God’s grace, my experience was one 
of relatively minor hardships of Covid-19. I retained 
my sense of taste (such as it is!) and smell throughout, 
and never feared that I was risking serious complica-
tions. In a word, I was blessed. And I’m grateful. 
Throughout my time off, many of you offered help, 
and you were thereby signs of God’s goodness to me. 
Thank you. In short, my time of quarantine reminded 
me of how blessed I am to be part of this parish and to 
have such a wonderful community to shepherd as pas-
tor. I thank all of you for your prayers for me as well as 
the support of the priests who made it possible for us to 
continue to have Mass celebrated and confessions 
heard. Please do keep all those who are dealing with 
Covid-19, the caregivers (professional and familial), 
and all those who are suffering long-term effects of 
Covid-19 and/or the lockdowns and mandates in your 
prayers. We are all being invited into suffering, and are 
offered an opportunity to show one another the love of 
God. Thanks for revealing God’s love to me!
