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National Eucharistic Revival

Last weekend, I reference the USCCB’s declaration of
three years of Eucharistic Revival. The reason, among
others, is that Pew Research Center tells us that only
31% of Catholics even believe in the True Presence of
Christ in the Eucharist. It is up to that 31% to spread
the truth to all. As the revival website says, “We all
need healing, yet many of us are separated from the
very source of our strength. Jesus Christ invites us to
return to the source and summit of our faith — his Re-
al Presence in the Holy Eucharist.”

The US bishops have named five strategic pillars of
the Revival:

Foster encounters with Jesus through kerygmatic
proclamation and experiences of Eucharistic
devotion.

Contemplate and proclaim the doctrine of the Real
Presence of Jesus in the Eucharist through the
Truth of our teaching, Beauty of our worship,
and Goodness of our accompaniment of per-
sons in poverty and those who are vulnerable.

Empower grassroots creativity by partnering with
movements, apostolates, parishes, and educa-
tional institutions.

Reach the smallest unit: parish small groups and
families.

Embrace and learn from the various rich intercul-
tural Eucharistic traditions.

We will learn more about these pillars in coming
months. Please keep this (and all those who have lost
their Eucharistic faith) in your prayers.
