“The Three Worlds of Evangelicalism”

I quoted from this article last weekend by Aaron
Renn in First Things, from the February 2022 issue
of the journal. Here are the excerpts I shared:

Within the story of American secularization, there
have been three distinct stages:

Positive World (Pre-1994): Society at large retains
a mostly positive view of Christianity. To be
known as a good, churchgoing man remains part
of being an upstanding citizen. Publicly being a
Christian is a status-enhancer. Christian moral
norms are the basic moral norms of society and
violating them can bring negative consequences.

Neutral World (1994—2014): Society takes
a neutral stance toward Christianity. Christianity
no longer has privileged status but is not disfa-
vored. Being publicly known as a Christian has
neither a positive nor a negative impact on one’s
social status. Christianity is a valid option within
a pluralistic public square. Christian moral
norms retain some residual effect. (2014 because
of Obergefell.)

Negative World (2014—Present).: Society has come
to have a negative view of Christianity. Being
known as a Christian is a social negative, partic-
ularly in the elite domains of -society. Christian
morality is expressly repudiated and seen as a
threat to the public good and the new public mor-
al order. Subscribing to Christian moral views or
violating the secular moral order brings negative
consequences.

The reason I shared this last weekend, and include it
in the bulletin today, is that this reality confirms our
sense of what’s happening in our culture. One re-
flection seems apt, as we think about these historical
stages. The fact is that Christians who have lived the
faith have always been out of favor. As we proceed,
perhaps with increasing hostility and rejection, our
call is to be the light in our community. We are salt
and leaven in our world. Let us recommit to live our
core values: Mission Focused, Authentically Catho-
lic, and Supportive of Families. As we proceed, we
are called to live the faith in a more intentional way
and invite others to join us. Living the light and win-
ning hearts by attraction. Come, Holy Spirit!
