I will be taking time visiting 
some family and some friends, so I am away this 
weekend. I’ll be back for Wednesday evening 
Mass.

Diocesan-Wide Survey 
As we did three years ago, every adult in parishes 
across the diocese are invited to complete an 
online (or paper) survey called “Disciple-Maker 
Index.” This instrument was developed by the 
Catholic Leadership Institute as part of a Lilly 
Foundation grant-funded program to understand 
parish life from a leadership perspective. This sur-
vey will provide helpful data to assess the current 
climate and health of the diocese (and parishes in 
the diocese). We will get data comparing our par-
ish with others in the diocese, and with national 
averages. The survey includes Mass attendance, 
spiritual disciplines, and beliefs. Responses to the 
survey questions will be confidential. The survey 
takes about 10 to complete, and the results will be 
invaluable to me, the staff, and our many volun-
teers as we seek ways to best support everyone in 
their discipleship journey. I look forward to shar-
ing the findings with you when the project is com-
plete. There are pew cards with a QR Code for 
your use to complete the survey. If you would like 
a hard-copy of the survey, please contact the par-
ish office. Thanks in advance for your help with 
this. We would love to have a high percentage re-
sponse rate.
