The long-and-short of it is that you 
need to go to Mass twice to fulfill your obligations. We will  
have a Christmas Vigil Mass at 5:00 p.m. on December 
24th, Mass at Midnight with music beginning at 11:30 p.m., 
then, on Christmas morning, we will have one Mass at 9:00 
a.m. Please note that Mass at 5:00 p.m. on Sunday the 24th 
can fulfill either the 4th Sunday obligation or the Christmas 
obligation, but not both.

May you and all those you love experience joy and peace in 
this holy season, and know the love of God made flesh in 
Baby Jesus. At the various exits, you will find copies of a 
book of reflections called Signposts, written by Sean 
O’Neill.

Special Event: Twelfth Night 
On January 6, we have planned a parish cultural event, 
which we hope to have on an annual basis, called the 
Twelfth Night Celebration. Doors will open at 6:00 p.m. 
and the program will begin at 7:00 p.m. It’s a celebration of 
the great gift of Christ’s manifestation at Christmas and 
Epiphany. We had a great time last year, and we hope that 
even more of us can join us this year. Mercy Hall will be 
decked out as something resembling a pub(!). Adults in the 
parish and friends are invited to join us for an evening of 
songs, music, and poetry that will inspire and entertain in 
equal measure. The Twelfth Night has been a traditional 
celebration since before medieval times, particularly in  
Europe, and involves the consumption of abundant food and 
drink as well as performances to honor the birth of our  
Savior. You can sign-up to join us on our website. Space is 
limited, so register early. I hope to see you there! 
 
New Year’s Mass Schedule 
Next Sunday, we celebrate the Solemnity of the Holy  
Family, Sunday within the Octave of Christmas. The next 
day, January 1 is the Solemnity of the Blessed Virgin Mary, 
the Mother of God. Like last weekend, we need to go to 
Mass twice. We will have our normal Saturday 5:00 p.m. 
Mass, and Sunday morning at 9:00 a.m. and 11:00 a.m. 
Sunday evening, we will celebrate two Vigil Masses, one at 
5:00 p.m. and one at 10:30 p.m., which will be followed by 
a time of adoration and Benediction just prior to Midnight. 
On New Year’s Day, we will have one Mass at 11:00 a.m. 
(NB: Please note that Mass at 5:00 p.m. or 10:30 p.m. on 
Sunday the 24th can fulfill either the 4th Sunday obligation 
or the Christmas obligation, but not both.) If you are  
traveling, may you enjoy the protection of your guardian 
angels, and have a joyous celebration with your family and 
friends.

The Knights of Columbus has placed 
over 750 ultrasound machines in 
pro-life pregnancy centers, allowing

Local councils must raise half 
the cost of the ultrasound machine and Supreme 
Council will match it. There have been over 80 
ultrasound machines given out in Michigan.
