This Monday, as our nation takes a day to honor
Martin Luther King, Jr., let us pray for continued
healing of the wounds of racism in our nation,
state, and community.

May we be
men and women who speak and act for the promo-
tion of equity and justice in our Land. Clearly, this
past year has proven to expose dark impulses of
prejudice, scapegoating, and demonization, and we
are called, as Christians, to provide to a power-
obsessed world, a different way forward.

“Ordinary Time”

Today, we celebrate the 2™ Sunday in Ordinary

our Liturgical Year, is Tempus Per Annum, which
means “time throughout the year.” We do have spe-
cial seasons during the year, but every Sunday of
Ordinary Time is a day of obligation. We have an
extraordinary opportunity to experience God’s re-
demptive love for us when we gather together as a
community of faith at Mass. Each and every time
we celebrate the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass, we
recall Christ’s Incarnation, His Death, His Resur-
rection, His Ascension, and the outpouring of the
Holy Spirit upon us for the forgiveness of sins. So,
because the time we spend at Mass is anything but
ordinary (after all, the Sacrifice of Christ on Calva-
ry is made present, and Heaven comes to earth!), it
is essential that we come each week (or even more
often) to celebrate the Mass, to remember how ex-
traordinary our life is in Christ.
