● Implement research-based practices including hands-on labs, project-based 
learning, small  group teaching.   

● Consistently create a high level of active student engagement and student-
led learning.  

● Use technology to strengthen the teaching/learning process including iPads, 
CleverTouch boards, and online instructional platforms..  

● Conduct ongoing assessment of student achievement through formal and 



 
informal teaching  and assessment.  

● Target individual learning targets for students growth. 
● Manage student behavior in using Education in Virtue and in accordance with the 

Student Code of Conduct, using a positive and  proactive management system.
