Making the connection in your family

“Hey, that's not fair!” How many times have we heard
this spoken in our family? Family members challenge one
another's generosity, operating from the perspective of
limited resources. If we have given to one, perhaps there
won't be enough for the other. Jesus wants us to
understand that this is not how it is with God's mercy
and forgiveness. God offers his love to all of us in abun-
dance. The forgiveness of the father in the parable is an
image of God's love for us, generous beyond measure in
his love for both of his sons. Can we truly believe that
God acts this way towards us and accept his mercy with-
out jealousy, knowing that God's love for another does
not diminish his love for us?

As you gather as a family, talk about the words and
phrases you speak to one another when angry. Identify
words or phrases that reflect jealousy towards one
another. Talk about why we sometimes feel jealousy
towards one another. Read aloud today's Gospel, Luke
15:1-3,11-32. Talk about why the older brother is jeal-
ous of the younger brother. Identify words that the fami-
ly members in the parable might say to one another to
begin to heal their broken relationships. Make a family
commitment to say these types of words and phrases to
one another with greater frequency. Praying together
the Lord's Prayer is a great place to start!
