Every now and then there is time when
a number of sacraments are celebrated,
especially the Sacraments of Initiation!

There is a baptism next weekend as well as
Confirmation and the following weekend we
have our celebration of First Eucharist! Itis a
wonderful time of the year where we see
God'’s gracious gifts being bestowed upon
us through the Church.

What are the sacraments? This little
review from the US Bishops might be helpful:

“We recognize that the Sacraments
have a visible and invisible reality, a reality
open to all the human senses but grasped in
its God-given depths with the eyes of faith.
When parents hug their children, for
example, the visible reality we see is the hug.
The invisible reality the hug conveys is love.
We cannot "see" the love the hug expresses,
though sometimes we can see ifs nurturing
effect in the child.

The visible reality we see in the
Sacraments is their outward expression, the
form they take, and the way in which they
are administered and received. The invisible
reality we cannot "see" is God's grace, his
gracious initiative in redeeming us through
the death and Resurrection of his Son. His
inifiative is called grace because it is the free
and loving gift by which he offers people a
share in his life, and shows us his favor and
will for our salvation. Our response to the
grace of God's initiative is itself a grace or
gift from God by which we can imitate Christ
in our daily lives.

The saving words and deeds of Jesus
Christ are the foundation of what he would
communicate in the Sacraments through the
ministers of the Church. Guided by the Holy
Spirit, the Church recognizes the existence of
Seven Sacraments instituted by the Lord.
They are the Sacraments of Initiation
(Baptism, Confirmation and the Eucharist),
the Sacraments of Healing (Penance and
Anointing of the Sick), and the Sacraments
at the Service of Communion (Marriage and
Holy Orders). Through the Sacraments, God
shares his holiness with us so that we, in furn,
can make the world
holier.” (www.usccb.org)

Please pray for our young brothers and
sisters who are in their final preparation
stages for Confirmation. Next Sunday Bishop
Hurly will administer the sacrament upon
them. | know so many of them are awaifing
this sacrament with great anticipation! They
have been “fired up” by their preparation
and are now ready to go out and be an
ambassador, a missionary, a disciple for
Christl They ARE ready to make the world
holier...and that is exactly our goal in their
whole preparation process. Unfortunately,
sometimes their fire is dampened by others,

be it their parents, siblings, other relafives,
friends, etc. We have to remember that they
still need our support and encouragement to
be a disciple on fire with and for the Lord.
Parents and family members need to take
them to Sunday Mass and receive the
sacraments. We all need to let the fire of the
Spirit do its work and lead us to a deeper
faith and commitment to community,
especially through service to one another.
Their role as a young adulf in the Church is
not over, as some think it is. Confirmation is
NOT graduation from religious formation...it is
only the beginning! And how the world
needs young people on fire with Jesus and
their faith.

Pray also for our younger brothers and
sisters who will be receiving their First Holy
Communion in a few weeks. This also is an
important beginning...not a single
accomplisnment but a step that feeds the
journey. We recognize, as adults, how
important it is to receive the Eucharist each
week fo keep us going and growing with the
Lord. We need fto show them the
significance and reverence we have for this
treasured giftl Our witness to this is the best
teaching.

Let me also add a word or two about
another important sacrament, Anointing of
the Sick. Remember that it is no longer
(necessarily) “last rites.” Nor should anyone
wait until the last hour of a person’s life. It is
good for a person fo be anointed at the
beginning of a sickness and then also along
the way if the illness progresses. Through this
wonderful sacrament, we ask the Holy Spirit
to come and provide healing, both physical
and spirifual. Hence, the strength of the
sacrament exists throughout the length of a
serious sickness noft just at the end.

** May we all allow the powerful presence of
God to assist us this week along our path to
holiness!
