Not everyone today thinks of the parish as
a family. However, it is still frue that “In love,
he destined us for adoption.to himself
through Jesus Chirist...” (Ephesians 1:4-5) So,
if we are adopted, then we are all part of
the same family.

People say they go to or belong to Our Lady
Star of the Sea. What does that mean to you?

Church can mean a building or
the Church that Jesus estab-
lished.

Parish brings to mind a place of
worship, perhaps with a school
and more.

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FORMING OUR FAITH

Be the Domestic Church-Part [/

The term “Domestic Church” refers to the family, the smallest body of gathered believers in
Christ. Though recovered only recently, the term dates all the way back to the first century
AD. The Greek word ecclesiola referred to “little church.” Our Early Church

Fathers understood that the home was fertile ground for discipleship, sanctification, and
holiness.

In the second article in our series on Domestic Church, we will look at creative ways to con-
nect our faith with everyday activities. Encourage your child to explore their

spiritual side through play. Ask your child what they think heaven looks like and have them
draw a picture of it. Have your child make up a prayer to thank God for a beautiful flower or

sunset.

Expose your child to Scripture through board books such as Bible Animals, videos such as Veggie Tales, stories of
the saints—heroes of our faith. Formed.org (info elsewhere in bulletin on how to sign on) has many videos for chil-
dren such as the Brother Francis series, Jesus Stories, and videos on various saints. Also take advantage of the spir-
itual lessons in secular TV shows and movies. One dad uses Star Wars DVDs with his twins to reinforce the pres-
ence of God. “I tell them Yoda is my favorite character, because he calls on a higher power that enables him to do
great things in life,” he says.
