   The beatification of Fr. Solanus Casey was a major 
event and a blessing for both Detroit and the            
archdiocese.  It has brought his life and works to the 
attention of countless individuals.   

   This has come at a time when parishes and         
individual Catholics in this area are 
delving into “Unleash the  Gospel”, 
the charter for renewal of the 
Church in southeastern Michigan.  

   The focus of the charter is      
evangelization.  And it’s easy to see 
that a profile of the life of Blessed Fr. Solanus    
matches the profile of an evangelizer. Here are just a 
few examples.  

   Prayer was an important part of his life from the 
very beginning. His parents were immigrants from 
Ireland.  Here in the United States, they were free to 
practice their faith, unlike what was happening in 
their home country. 

   Fr. Solanus had a great trust in the will of God.  One 
of the things he would say is “Blessed be God in all His 
designs.”   

   He was a very good listener.  People would come to 

the monastery to tell him all kinds of problems and 
seek his assistance.    

   He shared God’s mercy with them by being      
patient, kind, and compassionate. He told them 
not to worry and to trust in God.  

   Prayer was a part of these discussions and he 
would pray for them personally afterwards. 

   He was thankful for             
everything, including his own 
situation in life. He did not ask 
for the ability to hear            
confessions or preach doctrinal 

homilies, both withheld due to difficulties with his 
studies.   

   To those who came seeking some type of help, 
one of the things he would say is: “Thank God 
ahead of time”. 

   Blessed Fr. Solanus saw Jesus in the people at the 
monastery door.
