Twenty-Eighth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

Today’s Scripture readings center on stewardship. The prophet Isaiah informs us that God will provide 

for all peoples who trust in Him. In the parable of the wedding feast in St. Matthew’s Gospel, Jesus pre-

sents God’s invitation to all to join Him in holiness. Sadly, because Christ invites but never forces, many 

reject His call. St. Paul, in his Letter to the Philippian community, is grateful for the generous financial 

support they bestow, not out of Paul’s needs, but from their own desire to give. God calls us, as faith-

filled stewards, to give back to Him the “first fruits” of our efforts in appreciation for His abundant bless-

ings. Sacrificial gifts please God because we abstain in order to give. When challenged with difficult 

financial situations, make a leap of faith in your giving and know that God’s generosity is never out-

done. A reference to tithing — the Biblical practice of returning 10 percent to the Lord — is mentioned 

in the Old Testament. To achieve this tithe, begin slowly and increase in small increments — as little as 1 

percent — each year. Consult Phil Lenahan’s 7 Steps to Financial Freedom to learn more about family 

finances, sacrificial giving, and tithing.
