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   Today we celebrate the Solemnity of 

Our Lord Jesus Christ King of the Universe. 

Back in 1925 when this feast was first 

instituted by Pius XI, it was celebrated on 

the last Sunday of October, before the 

feast of All Saints.  In 1969, Pope Paul VI 

gave the title we have today, was the 

former feast to a solemnity and moved it 

to the last Sunday of the liturgical year, 

the last Sunday before Advent begins.   

   When this feast was first instituted, it was 

to combat growing nationalism and 

secularism.  There was fear back then of 

the rise of secularism, i.e., the exclusion 

of God from our way of life as if He did 

not exist.  Hence, the feast was to remind 

people of the Lord’s reign over their 

hearts, as individuals, and over all 

nations.   

   Does that time seem to resemble our 

present age?  Many would say that 

today is worse than 90 years ago as 

secularism is getting to be more 

rampant.  All we have to do is look 

around and listen. Listen to our society 

and culture.  Maybe even at times, listen 

to ourselves!  You see and hear more 

and more people who deny God’s 

presence.  More people place 

themselves in God’s place. God is not 

the authority but the individual is, despite 

their lack of study, reflection and 

knowledge.  Authority is easily dismissed 

because of personal desires, selfishness, 

fear of sacrifice and maybe even for 

one’s convenience.  Thus it is easy to 

rationalize for our convenience and use 

God or the Church as the excuse.   

   It seems today this Solemnity of Our 

Lord Jesus Christ King of the Universe is 

needed more than ever.  We need 

something to combat our secularism 

before the whole world is gone!  We 

need another reminder how precious is 

our religious freedom!  We need to once 

again acknowledge and respect a 

sense of the sacred, not only in ourselves 

but in God’s people, in our churches, in 

our activities, in all that we say and do. 

How can we truly claim that God does 

not exist?  How can we claim that we 

can take the place of God??

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go and make disciples 

 

    Three weeks ago, we were invited to journey with 

our brothers and sisters in the Archdiocese to Un-

leash the Gospel. 
 

Many have said to me that Unleashing the Gospel, 

evangelizing, is not new to us at Star. Encountering 

Christ, growing in our personal relationship and then 

sharing the good news of what Christ has done for 

us is familiar to us. In fact, the etching on the doors 

to the Pointe are the words Encounter, Grow, Wit-

ness. 
 

So yes, that movement and evangelizing is not 

brand new to us. 
 

We have been moving in the direction of becom-

ing intentional disciples for a long time. Some are 

further along in the journey than others and it is 

always changing and challenging.  
 

This was in an article 4 years ago. So yes, again not 

new but evolving: 

“We have heard a lot about discipleship in the last 

few years. Here at Star we are committed to move 

from maintenance to mission and help all of us 

become intentional disciples of Jesus. To this end, 

we need to focus on our personal relationship with 

Christ.”   
 

Discipleship begins with an encounter with Jesus 

Christ. We encounter Him in the sacraments, scrip-

ture and in others.  
 

Discipleship is the consistent following of Jesus as He 

becomes the center of our lives. 

Have we grown in our personal relationship and 

have we challenged ourselves to do more to bring 

others to Christ?

Very pointedly, do we think of ourselves as disci-

ples?  
 

I think we are more comfortable with the idea 

that disciples are exceptional people and we 

are just ordinary Catholics. It’s been five decades 

since the Second Vatican Council when we were 

all called to holiness and discipleship. Discipleship 

is still a difficult concept for many of us. 
 

We all have different spiritual styles. Our prayer 

styles differ, our service styles may differ, but all 

have a common goal of doing God’s work.  
 

And here’s some good news, you already have 

been doing things that help you grow in your 

love of God. Those acts help you share that love 

and help you become a true disciple.  
 

Begin or enrich your personal relationship with 

Jesus. Ask the Holy Spirit to show you how you 

can be a “joyful disciple” using your own unique 

gifts. 
 

Ask yourself these questions this week. Can we 

see discipleship in our Catholic way of life? Can 

we come to think of ourselves as disciples? 
 

That’s what the movement to Unleash the Gospel 

is telling us—that we are all called to be disciples 

not just an exceptional few. How that looks for 

you and me will be different because of our 

unique gifts.  
 

My hope and prayer is that the Holy Spirit inspires 

all of us to Unleash the Gospel in our hearts and 

in our lives.
