Feeling comfortable and welcome often encour-

ages people to join a parish, strengthen their 

faith, return to the Church or learn more about 

Catholicism.  

 

First impressions, even just the first few minutes, 

usually determine whether or not someone will 

ever want to come back.  People greeting you, 

graciously moving over in the pew, even smiling – 

these are all initial signs of the welcoming spirit of 

a parish. 

 

Just think about the impact we can have on a 

guest because of the way we act.  

 

Welcoming is a small, but important part of evan-

gelizing -- bringing people to Christ.
