        CongratulaƟons to our second graders who 
parƟcipated in the Rite of Enrollment to receive First Holy 
Communion in the spring of 2023.   First Communion is such 
an exciƟng Ɵme for the child and their family.   AŌer many 
years of the young child seeing mom and dad, and siblings, 
go up to communion to receive Jesus and they can’t, it is a 
BIG DAY for them to finally do what the adults have been 

doing.   They know the process of standing in line and then finally receiving the 
Host from the priest or minister is special, just by observing the way others go to 
receive the Host, together with the prayers they see people praying before aŌer. 
     Stop and think how oŌen children want to imitate their parents.  There was that 
tv commercial showing the liƩle boy doing everything dad was doing, e.g., washing 
the car, cuƫng the grass, painƟng, napping.  I see it so oŌen when young children 
come up for communion and they want what mom or dad have.  Remember that 
when it comes to the pracƟce of the faith.  Children tend to imitate what their 
parents do.  When parents pracƟce the faith through grace before meals, prayers 
in the morning and evening, parƟcipaƟng in Sunday Mass, going to the sacrament 
of confession, etc., they tend to pick up those pracƟces in their life. When the 
parents fail to do that, the child will most likely follow suit unƟl, with the Grace of 
God, they are formed, inspired, and encouraged to pracƟce the faith later in life.   
     We pray for our young children who so much want to receive Jesus.  We 
conƟnue to pray for their parents, guardians, grandparents, and siblings who all 
need our prayers and encouragement to be strong witnesses in the faith.  We pray 
for each other, to be renewed in the great giŌ of the Eucharist, our source of life 
and renewal each and every Sunday!

We’ve used the last 
month to shine a 
spotlight on the 
extraordinarily 
broad language 
used in Proposal 3 
(the “ReproducƟve 

Freedom for All” proposal) that will appear on the 
ballot this November. The proposal does far more than 
simply codify Roe v. Wade in our State ConsƟtuƟon. As 
we’ve discussed, Proposal 3 invalidates more than two 
dozen Michigan pro-life laws, authorizes minors to 
obtain aborƟon and sterilizaƟon without parental 
consent or even noƟce, effecƟvely allows aborƟon 
through all 9 months of pregnancy, and prohibits the 
Stat from enacƟng laws that would protect an unborn 
baby’s life or even to stop aborƟons based on sex, 
race, or disability. At least women would be protected 
from unsafe aborƟon pracƟces, right? Not at all. 
Proposal 3 authorizes the State to pass limited laws 
protecƟng the health of the mother, but only 
“consistent with accepted clinical standards of pracƟce 
and evidence-based medicine.” Who establishes 
“accepted clinical standards of pracƟce” for aborƟons? 
AborƟonists! Unlike any other area of medical pracƟce, 
where doctors and nurses are subjected to all manner 
of laws to ensure paƟent safety, aborƟonists alone 
would get to decide whether they want to follow a 
Michigan health and safety law. If aborƟonists disagree 
that hospital admiƫng privileges are important, they 
can decline to follow a law that requires them. If 
aborƟonists think that laws regulaƟng the safety 
standards for surgical centers are unnecessary for 
aborƟon clinics, they can ignore them with impunity. 
No maƩer how a voter feels about aborƟon, 
Michigan’s ConsƟtuƟon should not be amended to give 
aborƟonists complete control over deciding what 
Michigan health and safety laws they must follow. 
Please tell everyone you know: vote “NO” on Proposal 
3 on November 8th.

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A word of thanks 

This weekend as I conclude my Ɵme as serving as your Music Minister, I wish to take this 
opportunity to thank everyone for your prayers and support this past year.  Star of the 

Sea, as the name of this parish suggests, has been precisely this to me this past year, a star/Star guiding me, as it does for 
all of us, through whatever life has brought us, a beacon to the harbor of the Church.   

One of the things I especially love about this parƟcular church building is how the theme of the sea plays a prominent role 
in the various architectural features of the space, from the window at the rear of the church to the waves depicted in the 
woodwork of the organ.  At various Ɵmes of the day the light shining through the rear window illuminates the sanctuary 
and the altar, making a silent but most significant theological statement.  Depending on the Ɵme of the day, this 
illuminaƟon oŌen coincides with and speaks in various liturgical celebraƟons and the sacramental acƟons which are the 
primary and fundamental reasons for us all gathering together as a community of faith, whether it be during our regular 
mass schedule on the weekend or during other liturgies.

At the very moment when they knelt for and received the final blessing, the light from the window bathed them and 
the sanctuary with an intensity only possible when the church is in near darkness, a beauƟful reminder of the Holy Spirit 
present in our lives.  As the beloved song here says, “How beauƟful…” 

I extend a parƟcular word of the thanks to all who have been acƟvely involve in the music ministry this past year – the Star 
Choir, the cantors, and the school choir who led us all in song through the year on a regular basis, and various 
instrumentalists who shared their talents at major liturgies.  All worked very hard to make sure they were well prepared as 
they led us all through their ministries, and they also were very paƟent with me as I found my way.   

AddiƟonally, I wish to thank the Star staff for welcoming me and guiding me as a member of the leadership team.  Each day 
during the week we gather for lunch, checking in about whatever is going on, whether it be in the parish or in our lives or in 
our world.  We only have to look to Jesus to know how by gathering together around a table to know how through this we 
are blessed and sustained by the “Ɵe that binds.”
