It has been a bit crazy weather wise, especially with air
guality alerts we have had the past month and the other
extreme weather swings. Nonetheless, summer is also
about taking extra time for enjoying the beauty of all
creation given to us by God. It is about doing some things
we can’t do during winter, especially here in Michigan! It
certainly should give us some extra time to think, reflect and pray as well. That is
what | always hope for during summer days.
