Matthew’s Gospel, Jesus aligns himself with His Father’s will by
predicting to His disciples that He will suffer, die, and be raised
up on the third day. For faithful stewards, the ultimate scenario
for discipleship is to encounter and develop a deep relationship
with Christ by seeking the Father’s will, and then acting on it.
For the wise steward, the result is tremendous fulfillment and
peace in this life. Developing your spiritual life is key to
discovering God’s will.
