What does it mean to have a Mass “offered” for someone?

An individual may ask a priest to offer a Mass for several reasons: for 
example, in thanksgiving, for the intenƟons of another person (such as 
on a birthday), or, as is most common, for the repose of the soul of 
someone who has died.

It is worth noƟng, however, that the offering of the Mass for that 
intenƟon does not depend on it being publicly voiced but on it being 
specified in the priest’s personal prayers. Similarly, if a priest announces 
that “I am offering this Mass for [such and such an] intenƟon” he does 
not thereby require the rest of the congregaƟon to pray for that 
intenƟon or to make their own lay-offering of the Mass to be for that 
intenƟon. The priest’s intenƟon specifies the “special fruit” [3] chosen as 
his intenƟon it does not specify that of the congregaƟon.
