As the 
introducƟon says, “This isn’t just another book .It is an invitaƟon to parƟcipate in a 
scared journey - a spiritual pilgrimage. It’s a guide that will lead you to the essence 
of what it means to be Catholic…and it will change your life in the most marvelous 
of ways.”

“EucharisƟc ConsecraƟon will take your spiritual life to unimaginable 
new levels, but it will also energize the way your parƟcipate in relaƟonships, ignite 
a new curiosity about yourself and others; transform the way you think about
