As we welcome the start of a new calendar 
year, we are also beginning a Jubilee Year of the Church. 
Every 25 years a Jubilee is celebrated (and someƟmes even in 
between those 25 years).   

On May 9, 2024, Pope Francis released a Papal 
Bull of IndicƟon which formally announced the Jubilee Year of 
Hope. The document was enƟtled Spes non condfundit --

“Hope does not disappoint” (Rom 5:5). In it, Pope Francis writes on the reasons for 
this theme for the Jubilee Year:

In the spirit of hope, the Apostle Paul addressed these words of 
encouragement to the ChrisƟan community of Rome. Hope is also the central 
message of the coming Jubilee that, in accordance with an ancient tradiƟon, the 
Pope proclaims every twenty-five years.… For everyone, may the Jubilee be a 
moment of genuine, personal encounter with the Lord Jesus, the “door” (cf. Jn 
10:7.9) of our salvaƟon, whom the Church is charged to proclaim always, 
everywhere and to all as “our hope” (1 Tim 1:1). 

Everyone knows what it is to hope. In the heart of each person, hope 
dwells as the desire and expectaƟon of good things to come, despite our not 
knowing what the future may bring.  Even so, uncertainty about the future may at 
Ɵmes give rise to conflicƟng feelings, ranging from confident trust to 
apprehensiveness, from serenity to anxiety, from firm convicƟon to hesitaƟon and 
doubt. OŌen we come across people who are discouraged, pessimisƟc and cynical 
about the future, as if nothing could possibly bring them happiness. For all of us, may 
the Jubilee be an opportunity to be renewed in hope. God’s word helps us find 
reasons for that hope. … (1). 

“During the Holy Year, may the light of ChrisƟan hope illumine every 
man and woman, as a message of God’s love addressed to all! And may the Church 
bear faithful witness to this message in every part of the world!” (Spes non 
confundit, 6) 

As with special celebraƟons, there is a special logo for 
this Jubilee Year.
The logo shows four stylized figures, represenƟng all 
of humanity, coming from the four corners of the 
earth. They embrace each other to indicate the 
solidarity and fraternity which should unite all 
peoples. The figure at the front is holding onto the 

cross. It is not only the sign of the faith which this lead figure embraces, but also of 
hope, which can never be abandoned, because we are always in need of hope, 
especially in our moments of greatest need. There are the rough waves under the 
figures, symbolizing the fact that life’s pilgrimage does not always go smoothly in 
calm waters. OŌen the circumstances of daily life and events in the wider world 
require a greater call to hope. That’s why we should pay special aƩenƟon to the 
lower part of the cross which has been elongated and turned into the shape of an 
anchor which is let down into the waves. The anchor is well known as a symbol of 
hope. In mariƟme jargon the ‘anchor of hope’ refers to the reserve anchor used by 
vessels involved in emergency maneuvers to stabilize the ship during storms. It is 
worth noƟng that the image illustrates the pilgrim’s journey not as an individual

The season ends next Sunday with the Feast of the BapƟsm 
of the Lord.  ConƟnue to keep the spirit of Christmas alive in your homes!

MASS INTENTIONS
What does it mean to have a Mass “offered” for someone?
An individual may ask a priest to offer a Mass for several reasons: for example, in 
thanksgiving, for the intenƟons of another person (such as on a birthday), or, as is 
most common, for the repose of the soul of someone who has died.

It is worth noƟng, however, that the offering of the Mass for that intenƟon does 
not depend on it being publicly voiced but on it being specified in the priest’s 
personal prayers. Similarly, if a priest announces that “I am offering this Mass for 
[such and such an] intenƟon” he does not thereby require the rest of the 
congregaƟon to pray for that intenƟon.

St. MaƩhew proclaims that the Magi prostrated 
themselves and did Him homage before presenƟng these 
giŌs. In other words, these kings lay face down, respecƞully 
praising and glorifying our Lord. What a tremendous sign of 
humility and reverence! As faithful stewards, we should 
follow the Magi’s example and approach the Holy Eucharist 
humbly and reverently at Mass, recognizing the 
consecrated bread and wine as the true Body and Blood, 
Soul and Divinity of our Lord and Savior. If your parish has a 
perpetual EucharisƟc adoraƟon chapel, schedule weekly 
quiet Ɵme with the Lord. If not, aƩend the next EucharisƟc 
AdoraƟon and BenedicƟon.
