3. Activity

care of our souls. Ideas may include special prayers, fasting, etc. It may be fun for the family to add drawings
or images to the “Care Guide for the Soul” and to have it posted somewhere visible for the family.

4. Discussion Questions (writing down answers prior to discussion may encourage deeper conversations)

1. The United States Catholic Catechism for Adults describes seekers as those “who want to discover a satisfying
answer to their spiritual hunger” (7). What do you think “seeking” looks like and in what ways are you a
seeker? How might seeking God deepen your faith?

Where are areas in life that you need to trust God?

Do you truly believe that God has a plan for all of us?

The Latin Word for Suscipe is to “receive.” What are we receiving from God? What is God receiving from us?
It is common to have personal goals, academic goals, or athletic goals, but have you ever had a faith goal? If
so, what was it? What do you think your faith goal should be as you prepare for Confirmation?
