Sit
down together and discuss how often you should go and then go to confession together. These are the times
when the Sacrament of Reconciliation is available:

Tuesdays: 8:00 AM - 8:45 AM

Wednesdays: 6:00 PM - 8:00 PM

Saturdays: 3:45 PM - 4:30 PM

And if none of these times work for your family, you can call the church office and set up a time with Father
Tilley or you can go to confession with another priest at another parish. There’s nothing standing in your way
to receive the Father’s infinite mercy!

Bonus:

Spend some time looking at Jesus on the cross. Look up the seven last sayings of Christ (Father talked
about these in the Sunday Sanctuary lesson) and imagine Jesus saying these from the cross. Meditate on
this for a while. Thank Him for the gift of His sacrifice for you.
